This year is Conclave Year, and we are excited about the plans that are being made. We hope your chapter is planning for participation of a delegate, adviser, member, professional, and/or presenter. Elsewhere in this Newsletter are highlights of Conclave and the available awards. The earliest deadline is for the Coordinating Council of Honor Societies Undergraduate Student Research Papers - deadline date: May 1, 2005.

Response to Survey - A survey of presidents and advisers indicated a desire for better communications. It appears that too much information rather than lack of information is a problem. As a response we have developed a President’s Handbook and an Adviser’s Handbook as additions to the Chapter Handbook (that will remain on the Website). A President’s Handbook will be shipped each Spring for distribution to the newly elected President; an Adviser’s Handbook (including content of the President’s Handbook) will be issued each Spring as well.

The Kappa Omicron Nu Website is undergoing upgrades; you may have noticed a new electronic order form and the ability to pay for products by credit card. Other enhancements, expected to be completed by Fall 2005, will improve navigation. 

The survey also indicated a desire for more national leadership and standardization (rules), but the Kappa Omicron Nu Board has taken a cautious approach so that local control is not limited. At Conclave a set of Chapter Benchmarks will be introduced to help chapters set their own standards for chapter operation. The benchmarks will help chapter officers clarify roles and direction for their chapters. The benchmarks also address the institutional and national organizational responsibilities for providing support and an environment for excellence. 

Please know that the National Office and the Board of Directors are available for help and will respond to your needs.
