Chapter Scholar Program Criteria

Policies:

The purpose of the Kappa Omicron Nu Scholar Program is to recognize and encourage excellence in scholarship and research at the local chapter level. Eligibility standards for a national grant once each biennium include (1) maintain good standing and (2) submit the criteria and procedure for awarding scholar grants to National Kappa Omicron Nu.

Local criteria and procedures shall include (1) membership in Kappa Omicron Nu, (2) affirmative action/equal opportunity statement, (3) description of selection process, (4) approval of criteria and procedures by unit administrator or designated faculty committee, and (5) selection of one of the following awards: (a) undergraduate and/or graduate research, (b) service learning, including reflection about the impact on professional development; (c) excellence in writing, (d) leadership of a campus change project, and/or (e) overall record of achievement (scholarship and leadership at unit level).
